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Main Idea: Jesus is the Servant King who though he is the Lord over all Creation, became a
humble servant for us, that we too might humbly serve him by serving one another.

5. Review verses 1-4 and discuss how Jesus’ humility and sacrifice are meant to empower
and encourage us to now live. Does Paul envision lives lived independently or in
community and in the unity of the Spirit (Eph. 4:1-3)?

6. Close your time in prayer together asking God to pour out fresh grace for each member of
the group.
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
